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SECTION III: IMPROVING YOUR EFFECTIVENESS & VERSATILITY
Improving Your Effectiveness with Others EXPLAIN the four steps for improving your effectiveness. ASK Participants to turn to pages 17-18 in their Self-Perception Guide.

SAY “Now, let’s look at the things you can do to improve the effectiveness of your 

interactions with others. There are four steps.  Know Yourself: Know the impression you make on others and how your behavioral 

preferences can cause tension for others.Control Yourself: Take action to ensure that your Style preferences do not interfere 

with your interpersonal effectiveness. Know Others: Observe others’ behaviors to learn their Style and associated 

behavioral preferences. 
Do Something for Others: Take action to accommodate the other person’s Style to 

help make interpersonal communication effective for his or her.
